Database searches will generate lists of species observations from a 9 km square based on the grid reference supplied. In some regions, there may be no available data. Of course this doesn't necessarily mean that species are absent, only that there has been limited survey effort. 
Since it is useful to know the location of the nearest records, the database search will also generate a summary sheet that identifies the distance and direction to the closest recorded great crested newt and reptile locations.
